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CASA volunteers provide a consistent
presence in a child’s life while working
collaboratively with everyone involved on
the case. CASA volunteers stay by the
child’s side during their time in foster care,
advocating for the child’s voice to be heard
and for the needs of the child and family.

A CASA VOLUNTEER WORKS TO:

* |dentify and address risks to the
child’s safety,

¢ Establish supportive connections for the
child and family, and provide information
on support available to those connections
for better placement stability,

* Ensure appropriate physical and mental
health assessments are completed
and any health needs are understood by
the family and everyone involved in the
case, and

* Verify educational assessments are
completed and educational supports
are in place.
